How does it work? 
 
1. To activate, simply open either back door. It 
turns itself on automatically. 
 

2. Get in –  A  short melody plays to let you 
know it’s on and working before you drive off. 
 

3. Drive, get to your destination, open driver 
door to get out – An upbeat music box jingle 
plays to remind you of your child in the backseat. 
It’s the same idea as the chime that sounds when 
you leave your keys in the ignition, only 
reminding you of something far, far more 
important. 
 

 4. Open either backdoor, tap the “Off” switch 
on top edge of door panel  – A voice message 
says, “The alarm is now off”.  Alarm goes into 
sleep mode until next time.
